Vss. 1-2

The issue that Jude was addressing is found in Vs. 4
For certain men have crept in unnoticed, who long ago were marked out for this condemnation, ungodly men, who turn the grace of our God into lewdness and deny the only Lord God and our Lord Jesus Christ. 
· False teachers and Christians had seemingly slipped into the church unnoticed and were abusing the grace of God. 
· They denied the moral demands of Christianity and the Lordship of Jesus Christ. 

Who is Jude?
· His full name was Judas.
· He identified himself as the brother of James.
· He identified himself as a bondservant of Jesus Christ.
· He was the half-brother of Jesus. (Mark 6:2-3)

Three characteristics of a Doulos = Bondservant
1. Out of love for his master
2. It was done voluntarily.
3. It was a life-long commitment.

Who was this letter written to? 
1. To those who are called
Called out of darkness… Into His Kingdom. 

2. To those who are sanctified
Set apart for God’s glorious purposes.

3. To those who are preserved in Jesus Christ. 
He keeps us when we cannot keep ourselves.
