Contend For the Faith
Jude 5-7
Jude gives 3 corporate examples from the Old Testament, warning the church NOT to follow these examples.
Vs. 5: The People Saved Out of Egypt
· In the book of Numbers 13 and 14
· Moses sent 12 spies into the land of Canaan. 
· 10 of the 12 gave a negative report. Only Joshua and Caleb encouraged the people to trust the LORD.
· God allowed everyone over the age of 20 years old to wander in and die in the wilderness… except for Joshua and Caleb.
· The warning from Jude 5 is that we finish well. 
Old Testament Typologies
· Egypt: Represents the unbelieving world in bondage to sin.
· Israel’s Exodus: Represents salvation; redemption.
· Red Sea: A type of Water Baptism.
· Promise Land: Represents the Christian life.
· The Jordan Crossing: Represents being baptized by the Holy Spirit.

Vs. 6: The Angels Who Did Not Keep Their Proper Domain
· Two groups of fallen angels:
1. Active demons responsible for spiritual warfare under Satan’s command.
2. Demons reserved in everlasting chains under darkness for darkness. 
· The warning from vs. 6 is just as God has reserved fallen angels for judgment, so will He judge men who bring apostacy into the church. 
Vs. 7: Sodom and Gomorrah
· In Genesis 19:
· The men of the Sodom demanded Lot deliver the two men (angels) to them so they could have sexual relations with them.
· The following morning, God destroyed both cities.
· The warning from vs. 7 is just as God judged Sodom then, He will judge unrepented sexual immoral behavior today.
