Contend For the Faith
Jude 9-10
The archangel Michael 
· One who is like God; the chief angel or one of the chief angels.
· Even Michael the archangel needed to “contend for the faith” but he did so without being contentious.
· Believers simply need to stand upon the Word of God. 

The devil; Satan
· The accuser, Satan, wanted to be “like God.”
· His desire is to make mankind believe that we can be “like God.”

The conflict: Vs. 9
· The chief angel vs. the chief demon, disputing over the body of Moses.

The Point: 
· Michael carefully managed the structure of authority as Christians need to carefully handle apostates. Michael didn’t revile the devil, he simply said, “The Lord rebuke you!”

Spiritual warfare: 2 Corinthians 12:2-10
· Paul was given a thorn in the flesh by a messenger of Satan.
· He pleaded with God to remove it. God responded, “My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness.”
· The thorn was given by Satan, but it was used by God. 

More characteristics of apostates: Vs. 10
1. They speak evil of what they do not know.
2. They respond like brute beasts.
3. They corrupt themselves. 
· The only solution for these apostates: They must be born again!!!
